Dear
Welcome to Cubs!  We hope that your child enjoys their first night cubs and wants to come back again next week.  This letter is designed to tell you a bit more about Cubs, and the activities we do along with explaining some of the words that your child might come across at cubs.

Who we are
We are the Nimrod cub Pack, our members are aged between 7 ½ and 11 years old, although our core age range is between 8 and 10 ½ years old.  We are part of the 9th Erith Air Scout Group, which consists of the Comet Beaver Colony (aged 6-8), Nimrod Cub Pack (Aged 8-10), Sentinel Scout Troop (Aged 10 ½ - 14) , and also has a partnership with the Titan Air Explorer unit (aged 14-18) and the Adrenaline Air Scout Network (18-25).  If you know of anyone who is interested in joining any of these Sections please speak to us.  

When We Meet
We meet Every Monday night during term time between 6.45 and 8.15pm we also occasionally go on camps and activities during weekends and other nights during the week.  We take part in a St Georges Day parade every year in April on a Sunday, all cubs are expected to attend this also.  

What we do
Cubs do lots of fun and exciting activities based around 6 areas of development, these are Beliefs and Attitudes, community, fitness, Creative, Global, Outdoor and Adventure.  Our Cub pack goes away roughly three times a year and goes on various trips and activities during the year, recently we have been, Ice Skating, to the Biggin Hill air Show, Kayaking, Swimming and all sorts of other exciting activities.  
Our Cub Pack is based around a six system, where cubs are split into smaller groups of between 6-8 members, who are looked after by a sixer and a seconder (older cubs who are nearly ready to be Scouts) Cubs are looked after by different leaders, Akela (our Cub Scout leader) Baloo (Our Assistant) Fairy and Mowgli (occasional helpers) these are all CRB checked and have training to aid them in their roles.  
What happens next?
When your son/daughter has been at Cubs for between 4-6 weeks they will have found out enough to become invested members of our cub pack.  This means they are able to wear their Cub Scout Uniform and Say their Cub Scout promise.

What it Costs
We always strive to keep the cost of Scouting as cheap as possible, our subs cost £30.00 per term and are payable on the first week back in September, January and April.  Trips out and camping and holidays are not included in this and usually cost between £10-20 per trip and £20-60 per holiday/ camp although we usually operate a camp bank system allowing you to pay over a period of time.  

If at any time paying for subs, trips and holidays becomes a problem please speak to one of our leaders who will be able to come to an alternative arrangement with you.

Uniform 
After a few weeks your son/Daughter will need a uniform.  This consists of a pair of blue Scout activity trousers, a Green Cub scout Jumper, Our Group Scarf and A joining pack, including their scarf, handbook, badges, challenge badge sheets and prayer books
Book Bags and Scarves can be purchased from us, at a cost of £10.00 (if you were a beaver and already have a group scarf this will cosy you £6.00 you will need to get the Scout Activity trousers and Green Cub Scout jumper from one of the following places:
