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From time to time we are able to offer flying of various kinds to our members – but anyone under 18 must have their parent’s permission.

The ‘Parents consent to flying’ form must be signed by your parent or guardian, and handed in to your Leader before the flight. You must be an invested member of the Scout Association (in other words, have gained your membership badge and have a uniform).

Age limits and other requirements depend on the type of flying you will be doing, but you should be briefed on safety precautions beforehand. 

Remember too that, in the interests of safety, flights may be delayed or cancelled if the weather is unsuitable or the aircraft is not fully serviceable.
